1. Teacher Descriptive Feedback

Teacher Descriptive Feedback communicates strength-based comments aligning with
learning standards and describing both student learning (what they can do) and areas for
future growth (what they are working toward). Student behaviours (attitudes, work habits,
effort and social responsibility) are commented on in this section and not reflected in a
proficiency scale indicator. We also communicate, here, when a student is working on
IEP goals in addition to grade level learning standards. For grades 10 to 12 students on
an Evergreen path with replacement goals, identify that the student is working on IEP
goals instead of grade level learning standards.

Example:

James is a great communicator and enjoys interacting with others to share his ideas. He is sensitive to others and is
aware of how his actions and words impact those around him. At times, James requires support when working through
difficult or uncomfortable situations with peers or staff. In addition to grade level learning standards, James is also working
towards the goals outlined on his Individual Education Plan (IEP). Progress towards his curricular |IEP goals are included
in the descriptive feedback below while James' self-assessment of his core competency goals are included in the bottom
of this learning update.
